Preface

This Surveillance Report presents an overview of the
HIV/AIDS situation in Greece based on case reports
submitted to HCDCP during 2013. The report on
HIV/AIDS, is published on an annual basis as part of the
HCDCP mandate to collect and analyze surveillance data,
since the 90s. The epidemiology of HIV infection and AIDS
in Greece is presented identifying trends by sex, age group,
ethnicity and exposure category.

Although surveillance data are critical for understanding the
ways in which HIV infection and AIDS affect a given
population, they tend to understate the magnitude of the
HIV epidemic. It is important to remember that surveillance
data do not represent the total number of people infected
with HIV or the number of people newly infected each year,
they rather represent only the people who have been tested
and diagnosed with HIV or AIDS. Surveillance data are also
subject to delays in reporting, and to changing patterns in
HIV testing behaviors.

The good news in the Surveillance Report 2013 is that the
unprecedented increase of reported new HIV infections
amongst IDUs in 2012 in Greece seems to decline. When the
different risk exposure categories for HIV are examined, the
MSM category is again the leading reported exposure
category.

Any effort to reverse the HIV epidemic in the population of
IDUs in our country faces significant challenges, especially
under the current economic restraints, which threaten the
sustainability of HIV prevention and treatment programmes.

Taking into consideration the situation of the HIV epidemic,
public health surveillance and sustained prevention
interventions are of crucial importance.

Introduction

This annual edition includes data that have been reported to
the Hellenic Center for Disease Control and Prevention

(H.C.D.C.P.) by December 31st, 2013.

Newly reported HIV infections
(including AIDS cases)

In 2013, 920 HIV infections were reported. Among them,
820 (89.1%) were in males and 100 (10.9%) were in females.
Totally, 90 cases (9.8%), who were reported as HIV positive
in 2013, had already developed AIDS or progressed to AIDS
during that year (table 1). Men who have sex with men
(MSM) represented around 1/3 (33.4%) of reported HIV
infections in 2013 followed by injecting drug users (IDUs)
who accounted for 28.5% of cases (table 2). The route of
HIV transmission remained undetermined in 24.7% of
reported cases (table 2). In 2013, two HIV infections were
reportedly acquired vertically and through blood transfusion.
However, both cases occurred abroad in the past. The
predominant age group in both males (22.8%) and females
(22%) was that of 30-34 years old (table 3).

Among them, 11191 (82.2%) were males and 2385 (17.5%)
were females. The gender was not reported for a small
number of HIV cases.

Data obtained from the HIV/AIDS reporting system should
be interpreted with caution because they may not reflect
incidence and depend on patterns of HIV testing and
reporting. The use of the date of HIV diagnosis limits the
unwanted effects of reporting delays. However, even if the
date of HIV diagnosis is adopted in the analysis, the
HIV/AIDS reporting system alone is inadequate to provide
reliable estimates of HIV incidence, which is better
approximated by using also other methods.

Greece has been experiencing a substantial upward shift in
the number of reported HIV infections (figure 1A, 1B, 2A,
2B).In 2011 and in 2012, there was a tremendous increase in
the reporting rate of HIV, especially among IDUs. The

observed reduction in 2013 should be interpreted cautiously.

Transmission category

Overall, male-to-male sexual contact is the most frequently
reported route of HIV transmission in Greece. The largest
proportion of the recorded HIV cases (46%) has been
diagnosed in men who have sex with men (table 5, figure 3).

There was a huge HIV outbreak in the population of IDUs
in 2011 (n=266) and in 2012 (n=547) compared to 2010
(n=16). The reported number of HIV diagnoses in IDUs
remains high in 2013 (n=262) but there was a clear decrease
in relation to 2012 (figure 4 and 5). Nonetheless, it is still too
early to draw firm conclusions about the course of the HIV

epidemic in IDUs.

Among 2926 cases infected through heterosexual contact,
32.7% of them were persons who lived in or originated from
countries with a generalized HIV epidemic, 17.3% had sexual
contact with an HIV positive person whose route of HIV
transmission has not been determined, and for 37.7% of
cases, heterosexual transmission was very likely but
information on risk factors or on the HIV status of the
partner was not available (table 6, figure 6).

Paediatric cases of HIV infection

In 2013, there was one report of a vertically-acquired HIV
infection (age > 13 years old when the case was reported in
Greece) that was diagnosed in the past and was receiving
medical care abroad. Totally, 86 cases of HIV infection in
children (age < 13 years old at the date of report) have been
reported in Greece. Of these, 51 (59.3%) were boys and 34
(39.5%) were girls (table 8). Approximately, 73% of HIV
positive children in Greece have been infected by their mothers

(table 9, figure 8).

Newly diagnosed AIDS cases

In 2013, 125 new AIDS cases were diagnosed in Greece.
Among them, 107 (85.6%) were males and 18 (14.4%)
were females (table 10). Among them, 90 cases were
reported as HIV positive in 2013. Sex between men
accounted for 32.8% of newly diagnosed AIDS cases, while
individuals that had acquired HIV infection through
injecting drug use represented 30.4% of reported AIDS
cases (table 11). Most of AIDS cases were older than 30
years old at the time of their diagnosis (table 12).

Indicative diseases

Most AIDS cases diagnosed in 2013 had experienced
pneumonia from Preumonocystis jirovecii (29.6%), HIV
wasting syndrome (19.2%), and Pulmonary Tuberculosis

(18.4%) as AIDS defining illnesses.

Paediatric AIDS cases

The total number of paediatric AIDS cases (younger than 13
years old at AIDS diagnosis) remains low in Greece (table
16). Of 37 cases, 64.9% have been infected vertically (table
17, figure 13).

Deaths of AIDS cases

Among AIDS cases, 40 persons died in 2013. Totally, most
deaths have been observed in males reflecting the high
percentage of men among AIDS patients (table 18).

The significant decline in the number of deaths observed after
1997 is attributed to the widespread administration of potent
antiretroviral therapy, which has improved the survival of HIV
infected individuals (figure 14).

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Technical Notes
Data collection and management

Data are reported by all Infectious Diseases Units, AIDS
Reference Centres and Hospitals. Data are recorded and
managed by the Office of HIV infection and Sexually
Transmitted Infections at the Hellenic Center for Disease
Control and Prevention. HIV reports are collected
continuously but the data are presented on an annual basis
(or earlier depending on epidemiologic needs). Results are
subject to changes and modifications depending on current
available data. A pre-specified standard form is used for all
reports to maximize homogeneity.

AIDS: AIDS case reporting started in Greece in 1984. It is
anonymous, confidential and mandatory by law A1/6122/19-
9-1986. The first two characters of first name and surname as
well as the patient’s date of birth are used as personal
identifiers to eliminate duplicate reports.

HIV: HIV case reporting started in Greece in 1998. It is
anonymous, confidential and mandatory by law B1/5295/7-
8-1998. The new surveillance system for monitoring HIV
infection was implemented at European level in January
1999. The first two characters of first name and surname as
well as the patient’s date of birth are used as personal
identifiers to eliminate duplicate reports. Inherent limitations
in this process result in some occasions in duplicates that
cannot be detected.

For surveillance and trend analysis purposes, cases of HIV
infection identified prior to 1998 have been retrospectively
collected. This effort was completed in 1999 with the
cooperation of the AIDS Reference Centres and the
Infectious Diseases Units.

Case definitions

AIDS: AIDS cases presented in this report meet the European
AIDS case definition, which was originally published in
September 1982 and was later revised in June 1985™ and
August 1987*. For adults and adolescents (aged more than
13 years old), the European case definition was further
revised in January 1993, This definition is not based on
CD4 cell count in contrast to the definition that has been
used in the USA. The paediatric definition adopted in

Europe is essentially the same as the one used in the USA".

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For surveillance purposes, once a HIV positive person meets
the criteria of the European AIDS case definition (category
C-CDC/1993), he/she remains in this category irrespective of
his/her future clinical condition.

HIV: The case definition of HIV infection is based on
laboratory criteria (Commission decision of 28/IV/2008).
AIDS cases are included in counts of HIV infections, and,
thus, the two datasets partially overlap. For children aged less
than 18 months at diagnosis, positive results of direct HIV
testing on two separate specimens (excluding cord blood) are
required. Adult/adolescent cases are persons aged = 13 years,
and paediatric cases those younger than 13 years old.

Data validity and completeness

AIDS and HIV cases under treatment: Information about
HIV infected people who are on treatment is more complete.
This is attributed to the ongoing interaction and
communication between patients and their physicians, which
allows the collection of valuable epidemiological information,
real time corrections and the validation of reported data.

There is no adjustment for AIDS cases that will never be
reported (under-reporting). However, completeness of AIDS
data is rather high in Greece because of the exclusive
administration of antiretroviral drugs at hospitals.

HIV: The accuracy of reported HIV infections cannot be
evaluated in all occasions. The data collection process
involves non-state laboratories, hospitals and reference
centers, which increases the probability of errors and
duplicates.

There is no adjustment for unreported cases including
persons who are unaware of their infection. Thus, the
completeness of HIV data reporting cannot be estimated.

Surveillance

AIDS case reporting was the cornerstone of HIV surveillance
in almost every western country including Greece. However,
the use of highly active antiretroviral therapies, which delays
the onset of AIDS, resulted in HIV case reporting. The new

compared to AIDS reporting only. The information that is
collected on diagnosed HIV and AIDS cases is useful for
planning and evaluating public health and medical response.

Transmission categories

If more than one route of HIV transmission are reported per
person, the most likely route is selected based on specific
hierarchical rules.

For the classification of heterosexually infected cases, there is
no strict hierarchy. The most probable route of transmission
is recorded according to the information provided by
attending physicians.

Data presentation

Tables and figures by year, gender, transmission category and
age group are used for data presentation.

AIDS: AIDS data are presented by year of diagnosis.

HIV: HIV data for all age groups are presented by year of
report because the date of HIV seroconversion is unknown
for the majority of cases.

Previously reported data are continuously updated. For
instance, cases initially classified as undetermined might be
reclassified if new information is collected in the future.
Follow-up collection of information on previously reported
cases that were initially classified as undetermined is done
routinely.
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
