Introduction

This annual edition includes cases that have been
diagnosed (by 31/12/2021) and reported (by
13/02/2021) to the National Public Health
Organization (N.P.H.O.).

New HIV diagnoses
(including AIDS cases)

In 2021, 526 new HIV cases were diagnosed and
reported. Of these, 429 (81.6%) were males and 97
(18.4%) were females (table 1). Totally, 57 cases
(10.8%), who were diagnosed with HIV in 2021, had
already developed AIDS or progressed to AIDS during
that year. Unprotected sex between men accounted for
44.1% of the new HIV diagnoses in 2021 followed by
heterosexual transmissions (19.8%) and infections
attributed to injecting drug use (16.3%) (table 2). The
route of HIV transmission remained undetermined in
19.6% of HIV diagnoses in 2021 (table 2). The
predominant age group in both males (34.3%) and
females (32%) was that of 30-39 years old (table 3).
The majority of new diagnoses (68.8%) were among
Greek individuals (figure 1). Figure 2 depicts the
distribution of new diagnoses by transmission category
across various age groups. Figure 1 depicts the
percentages of new diagnoses by sex, age group,
transmission mode and nationality. More precisely,
among the individuals who reported unprotected
heterosexual sex as transmission mode, the vast
majority (62.8%) were females.

Information on CD4+ T-cell count at the time of HIV
diagnosis during 2021 was available for 367 cases
(69.8%). Of these, 200 (54.5%) had <350 cells/ mm?3
and 115 (31.3%) had <200 cellssmm?. In men who
have sex with men (MSM) (available CD4+ T-cells for
199 HIV cases), the percentage of new HIV diagnoses
with CD4+T-cell count <350 and <200 came up to
46.7% (n=93) and 22.1% (n=44), respectively. The

Cumulative number of HIV diagnoses
(including AIDS cases)

The cumulative number of HIV diagnoses (including
AIDS cases) diagnosed in Greece by 31/12/2021 was
19,265. Of these, 15,889 (82.5%) were males and
3,335 (17.3%) were females. Sex was not reported for
41 (0.2%) HIV diagnoses.

Table 4 and figure 8 show the distribution of
HIV/AIDS diagnoses over time in Greece by sex.

A total of 14,337 (74.4%) were Greeks, 4,045 (21%)
were foreigners of known nationality and 883 (4.6%)
diagnoses were incomplete in nationality.

New diagnoses analysis of the last 12 years, revealed
the age group 30-39 years old as the predominant age
group. In people aged >50 years old there was a slight
increase in the percentage from 2016 (figure 3).

It seems that the cases infected through unprotected
heterosexual contact are diagnosed at higher median
age compared to the MSM and PWID with an
exemption for the years 2018 and 2020 (figure 4).

Greece has experienced a rise in HIV diagnoses from
2011 to 2012, especially among PWID (figures 5, 7).
A decline of the annual rate of HIV diagnosis has been
observed since 2013. In 2021, new diagnoses
approximate the pre epidemic number of cases (figure
5, 6).

During 2019-2021 the total number of new diagnoses
is stabilized (figure 7). Data from the HIV/AIDS
reporting system should be cautiously interpreted
because they may not reflect the incidence of HIV and
depend on patterns of HIV testing, such as timeliness
and delayed reporting. The decrease in the new
diagnoses should be cautiously interpreted also due to
restrictions imposed by COVID-19 pandemic.

HIV diagnoses among foreign individuals

The cumulative number of HIV diagnoses among
foreign individuals (including AIDS cases) who had
been diagnosed in Greece by 31st of December 2021
was 4,045. Of these, 2,611 (64.5%) were males, 1,428
(35.3%) were females and 6 (0.1%) of unknown sex
(table 8). Totally, 824 cases (20.4%), who were
diagnosed with HIV by the end of 2021, had already
developed AIDS or progressed to AIDS. The
predominant age group at the time of diagnosis in both
males (38.3%) and females (34.8%) was that of 30-39
years old (table 6).

Table 7 shows the distribution of HIV diagnoses by
nationality and sex. Females were originated mainly
from Sub-Saharan countries (51.6%) and males from
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Yrooaydaplog Appikng (51,6%), evd tov avdpdv amd
xdpeg g Kevipung Evpdnng (26,9%).

Unprotected male-to-male sexual contact is the most
frequently reported mode of HIV transmission in
Greece. In total, 47.9% of HIV diagnoses, that were
reported in Greece were between Men who have Sex
with Men (MSM) (table 9). After excluding cases with
undocumented mode of HIV transmission, the
aforementioned percentage comes up to 57.2% (figure
9).

An outbreak of HIV occurred among PWID; 319
infections were diagnosed in 2011 and 524 in 2012.
However, HIV diagnoses attributed to injecting drug
use have been decreasing since 2013. After 2018 with
the exception of the year 2019 there is an increase in
the percentage of HIV diagnoses in IDUs (figures 7,
10).

Of 4,197 cases infected through unprotected
heterosexual contact, the majority (53.8%) were
females (tables 10, 11). After 2010, however, the
percentage of males among heterosexually-infected
cases increased (2015; males 55%), whilst in 2016 we
notice the inverse pattern emerging women in higher
percentages (table 10).

The majority of foreign HIV cases were infected
through unprotected heterosexual contact (41.3%),
while in HIV diagnoses of Greek nationality, the most
frequent mode of HIV transmission is unprotected
sexual contact between men (56.9%) (table 12).

Children living with HIV

In 2021, 1 case of Greek nationality was reported as a
vertically-acquired HIV infection case. Totally, 146
cases of HIV infection in children (aged < 13 years old
at the date of diagnosis) have been reported in Greece.
Of these, 95 (65.1%) were boys and 50 (34.2%) were
girls and one case of unknown sex (table 13). 54.8% of
children living with HIV in Greece have been infected
vertically, during pregnancy, labor and delivery, or
breastfeeding (table 14, figure 14).

AIDS diagnoses

In 2021, 81 AIDS cases were diagnosed in Greece. Of
these, 61 (75.3%) were males and 20 (24.7%) were
females (table 15). Fifty seven cases (70.4%) had been
diagnosed with AIDS within 3 months after their HIV
diagnosis.  Sex  between  men, heterosexual
transmission as well as individuals who had acquired
HIV infection through injecting drug use contact all
accounted for 24.7% of AIDS cases (table 16). Most
of the AIDS cases were older than 30 years old and
mainly 40 — 49 years old at the time of their diagnosis
(table 17).

In total, 4,503 AIDS cases have been diagnosed in
Greece by December 31%, 2021. Of these, 3,753
(83.3%) were males and 750 (16.7%) were females
(table 18).

The number of AIDS diagnoses substantially
decreased between 1997 - 2001 following the
introduction of Highly Active Antiretroviral Therapy
(HAART) (figure 6). The reported number of AIDS
diagnoses remains low but seems to be increasing
(table 18) especially in males after 2006 (figure 15).

Infectious Disease Units,
Outpatients clinics for HIV infected patients,
HIV/AIDS Reference & Control Centres and
Hospitals.

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HIV surveillance system was implemented at
European level in January, 1999. The first two letters
of cases’ first name and surname, and their date of
birth are used as identifiers to eliminate duplicate
reports. Inherent limitations in this process result in

some duplicates that cannot be detected.

For surveillance and trend analysis purposes, cases of
HIV infection diagnosed before 1998 have been
retrospectively reported to the HCDCP. This effort
was completed in 1999 in collaboration with the
HIV/AIDS Reference Centres and the Infectious
Disease Units/Outpatients Clinics for HIV (+)
individuals.

Case definitions

AIDS: AIDS cases in this report meet the European
AIDS case definition, which was originally published
in September 1982' and was revised in June 198523
and in August 198745 For adults and adolescents
(aged more than 13 years old), the European case
definition was revised again in January 1993%7. This
definition is not based on CD4+ T-cell count in
contrast to the definition used in the USA. The
paediatric definition in Europe is essentially the same
as the one used in the USAS,

For surveillance purposes, once an HIV positive
person meets the criteria of the European AIDS case
definition (category C-CDC/1993), he/she remains in
this category irrespectively of his/her future clinical
condition.

HIV: In terms of surveillance, the case definition of
HIV infection is based on laboratory criteria

two datasets (HIV and AIDS) partially overlap. For
children aged less than 18 months at diagnosis,
positive results of direct HIV testing on two separate
specimens (excluding cord blood) are required.
Adult/adolescent cases are people aged > 13 years,
while paediatric cases are younger than 13 years old.

Data validity and completeness

AIDS and HIV cases on treatment: Information
about PLHIV who are on treatment is comprehensive.
This is attributed to the continuous interaction and
communication between patients and their physicians,
which  allows the collection of
epidemiological information, real time corrections and
the validation of reported data.

valuable

There is no adjustment for AIDS cases that will never
be reported. However, the completeness of AIDS data
is high in Greece because antiretroviral drugs are
administered solely at hospitals.

People living with HIV: The accuracy of information
about reported HIV infections cannot be verified in all
occasions. The process of data collection might have
multiple steps including laboratories,
hospitals and reference & control centers, which
increases the likelihood of errors and duplicates.
However, the elimination of the abovementioned is
being achieved through an ongoing and extensive
process of assessment of the quality of reporting
forms.

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those who are unaware of their infection. Therefore
the completeness of HIV data reporting cannot be
estimated.

Surveillance

AIDS case reporting was the cornerstone of HIV
surveillance in developed countries including Greece
until 1997. However, highly active antiretroviral
therapy delayed the onset of AIDS and necessitated
the implementation of HIV case reporting. The new
system provides information on more recent infections
compared to AIDS reporting alone. In spite of some
weaknesses, the HIV/AIDS reporting system is useful
for planning and evaluating public health and medical
response.

Sex

For the statistical analysis, the sex assigned at birth
was used. However, for epidemiological surveillance,
and interpretation of the results, transgendered people
(male - female) are also mentioned.

Transmission mode

If more than one route of HIV transmission are
reported for one person, the most likely route is
selected based on specific hierarchical criteria.

For the classification of heterosexually infected cases,
there is no strict hierarchy. The most probable route of
transmission is selected according to information
provided by attending physicians.

AIDS: AIDS data are presented by year of diagnosis.

HIV: HIV data for all age groups are presented by
year of diagnosis because the date of HIV
seroconversion is unknown for the majority of cases.

Surveillance information is continuously updated. For
instance, cases initially classified as undetermined,
regarding the route of HIV transmission, might be
reclassified if new information becomes available in
the future. Updated information on previously
reported cases that were initially classified as
unknown is routinely collected.
